World Class Paper
 With 18 million acres of 
forest covering some 90% of 
its land area, Maine is the most forested state in the country. Our slow growing 
hardwoods and fabled spruce-fi r forests produce a fi ber that when converted to 
wood pulp has remarkable properties for glossy publication papers including 
magazines and catalogs. Four MPPA member companies primarily produce this 
type of paper in Maine, while two others export market pulp worldwide.                   

New Page Corporation, the largest coated paper manufacturer in North 
America, makes papers for magazines and catalogs, as well as commercial 

printing, publishing and book 
papers at its Rumford Mill.  
      Sappi Fine Paper North 
America owns Maine’s new-
est and largest papermaking 
facility, the Somerset Mill in 
Skowhegan. The mill produces 
quality coated paper that is 
primarily used for high-end 
magazines, books and catalogs.

 The Madison Paper Industries Mill, owned by the Myllykoski Corpora-
tion and the New York Times specializes in supercalendered paper, which 
imparts the gloss by buffi ng the paper rather than adding a coating. The paper 
is used in catalogs, newspaper inserts, and the New York Times magazine.

Verso Paper Corp., at their Bucksport Mill and Androscoggin Mill, 
produces coated papers, including coated groundwood and coated freesheet, 
and supercalendered and specialty products. Verso’s paper products are used 
primarily in media and marketing applications, including magazines, catalogs 
and commercial printing applications such as high-end advertising brochures, 
annual reports and direct-mail advertising. 

      The Woodland Mill in Baileyville, 
owned by Domtar Industries, and the 
Old Town Fuel and Fiber Mill sell dried 
market pulp world-wide. The pulp is in 
high demand due to its quality: much of it 
is exported from Maine’s port facilities in 
Eastport, Searsport and Portland. 

Historic Mills: Cutting Edge Products:
 Some of Maine’s oldest mills have been 
converted to make some of its most innovative 
products. The Westbrook Mill, now owned by 
Sappi Fine Paper North America, has been 
producing paper for more than 150 years. At 
one time the largest mill in the world, the mill 
is quite small by today’s standards. The mill 
now focuses on a niche product–
the production of release paper 
that imparts a pattern on fabrics, 
automobile dashboards, footwear 
and soccer balls.  
 In 1900 the Great Northern 
Paper Company began manufac-
turing newsprint in Millinocket. 
The mill was, as it opened, the 
largest in the world. The Katah-
din Paper Company mill still 
makes newsprint for the Bangor Daily News at its East Millinocket facility, but 
specializes in very lightweight but opaque printing paper used for telephone di-
rectories and fi nancial statements. The mill is operated by Twin Rivers Paper 
Company, which makes similar products at its mill in Madawaska.
 Lincoln Paper and Tissue bought and restarted the former Eastern Pulp 

and Paper Mill in Lincoln in 2004. The 
mill dates back to the late 1800s. In 2006 
Lincoln Paper and Tissue built Maine’s 
fi rst 21st century paper machine. Lincoln 
Paper and Tissue is the largest producer 
of specialty deep-dyed and bonded tissue 
in the United States. Their products are 
used by many of the nation’s party goods 
producers, airlines, and food service 
companies to create napkins, towels, 
table covers, and other specialty products. 

     The Old Town Fuel & Fiber Mill was originally built in 1883, but it may 
be the prototype for the mill of the future. 
Owned since 2008 by Patriarch Partners, 
Old Town Fuel & Fiber is working with the 
University of Maine to produce energy and 
biofuels as byproducts of the core pulp 
manufacturing process. Among the biofuels 
the mill is working to develop is jet and 
helicopter fuel.
